Computer Lab Junior High Policies

Computer Lab Classroom Rules

All Junior High Classroom Rules apply to classes in the Computer Lab.  Additionally, please note the following:

• Students are expected to go to their assigned computer station as soon as 

  class begins 

• Have all material needed when you arrive to class. Students will not be allowed 
 back to lockers to get needed materials after class has started.

• No food or drink are allowed in the lab

• No outside flash drives, CD’s or other saving devices are to be brought to class.

• Software cannot be brought to class or downloaded in class

• Social networking sites or email are not to be checked during class

• Students who are late to class need to have a written excuse

• Late Students without a written excuse will be admitted to class but will receive a  Passing Period Violation slip

• Students will not be allowed to leave early with out written permission

• It is expected that your station will be cleaned, all programs quit, and materials 
  saved to the proper folder before leaving the Lab.

Technology Agreement

No student will be allowed to work with any technology in the school without a signed Technology Agreement on file.  Students will be responsible for adhering to all parts of the agreement.  Consequences for not following the terms of the “Technology Agreement” are outlined in the Technology Agreement. The ”Technology Agreement” must be handed in before the first Computer Class meeting.

Grades

Computer Lab Classes are graded with a Pass or No Pass grade.  Students will not receive a “Pass” grade if his/her grade falls below a “C “. Students are expected to keep track of grades by regularly checking the grades online at http://dsj.schoolone.com

Missed Assignments

If a student is absent from Computer Lab class, the student is responsible for checking with the Computer Lab Class Teacher the day he/she returns to school to determine what assignments were missed.  The teacher will determine makeup times and due dates for missed assignments.  Any assignments not completed or handed in will be counted as a “Missed Assignment”.   Unless otherwise instructed by the teacher, assignments that were completed but not printed and handed into the proper Junior High Box will be counted as a “Missed Assignment”.
