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Summary: 


Here you will write a paragraph about the article that you have chosen for you current event for the week.  It should include people’s names, the issues involved, and any other ideas in the articles.  This paragraph should be at-least six sentences, so you should choose an article that would be easy to summarize in at-least six sentences.  Use proper grammar and DO NOT copy the article word for word.  Tell me what the article says.   Do not put any of your opinions in this section, just fact.

Relevance:


In this paragraph, tell me why we should care about this topic.  This paragraph should again be at least six sentences and use proper grammar.  This paragraph is where you can add your opinion and ideas.  In order to make this paragraph easier to write, you should pick an article about something that interests you.  That way, you can develop your opinion more easily.  You do have an extra credit opportunity in this paragraph as well.  If you can find an article that clearly relates to what we are learning, tell me how here.    

You will then attach the article.  If it is from the internet, YOU ONLY HAVE TO ATTACH THE FIRST PAGE.  Keep in mind: no sports or entertainment, news of the weird, opinions, etc.. If at any point, you think, “That’s weird,” then I don’t want it.   I want local, state, national, international news stories.  This article should come from a time span of no more than 3 days before it is due.
