JUNIOR HIGH POLICIES

CLASSROOM RULES
· Students are expected to be prompt, polite, and prepared each day.  

· Students are expected to remain alert and to participate in and contribute to all aspects of class. 

· They are also expected to adhere to all St. Catherine policies regarding tardies, absences, dress code, and make-up work. 

· They should be respectful in word, tone, and deed to peers, teachers, and guests. 

· Students should also respect school property and property of others. 

· Students are expected to use the restroom before or after class and to refrain from eating or drinking in class. Toys, brushes, make-up, and other distractions are prohibited. 

Consequences for not following the above rules are:

1st offense: A verbal warning

2nd offense: A written warning and possible seat change 

3rd  offense: Student will leave the room and write a behavior reflection that will be signed    parents.
4th offense: A detention slip and a visit with the vice principal

5th offense: A detention slip and a visit with the vice principal and a parent conference.

LOCKER POLICY

· Students may access their lockers before school, during recess and lunch, and after school.  Students will not be released from class to visit their locker.

· Students are responsible for leaving lockers in the same condition that they received it.

· Students are expected to keep their locker locked at all times.

CHEATING

Please see the Parent-Student handbook for policies, definitions, and consequences for cheating. Please be aware that cheating includes making one’s work available for copying by another student and that students are expected to know where their belongings/assignments are at all times. Cheating also includes discussing test or quiz material/formats, or providing answers in verbal or nonverbal ways to other students. Students found providing information are subject to the same penalties as students receiving information.

ISSUING AND RETURN OF VARIOUS DISCIPLINARY FORMS

· All disciplinary forms are to be taken home, signed by a parent, and returned to the teacher who issued it the following day. If the form is issued by a part-time teacher the student must turn the form into the HOMEROOM TEACHER by 8:00 AM.   Failure to return the disciplinary form on time will result in a detention.

PASSING PERIOD AND PASSING PERIOD VIOLATIONS


Due to the time restraints of the junior high schedule, there is no specific amount of time allocated for passing between classes.  Students are expected to exit one class and arrive at another in a timely manner.

· Students who are not present when the instructor is ready to begin and do not have a note explaining their tardiness will receive a passing period violation.

Passing Period Violations

· 4 passing period violations will result in detention.

HOMEWORK, CONDUCT AND EFFORT REPORT CARD GRADES
· The letter grade for homework, conduct and effort will be determined using the grade scale published in the Parent/Student Handbook.

HOMEWORK
This grade will be determined by tallying the number of missed or late assignments accumulated in ALL classes during a trimester.

· Students start with 100% at the beginning of each trimester.

· Each missed or late assignment will result in a 1% deduction.

· Students and parents should keep track of missing and late assignments by checking their grades online at  http://dsj.schoolone.com
· Any assignment turned in later than one day late will not be accepted and will receive a zero.

Sample homework grade calculation:


Social Studies = 4 missed/late assignments


Math = 4 missed/late assignments


Religion = no missed/late assignments


Language Arts = 3 missed/late assignments


Science = 1 missed/late assignments


TOTAL = 10 missed assignments


Homework = 100 – 12 = 88% or a B+

CONDUCT
Students start with 100% at the beginning of each trimester. When determining the conduct grade, the homeroom teachers will average the daily classroom conduct grades from each teacher, and then subtract the percentages calculated from numeric violation.  Students with a suspension or a more severe behavior issue will automatically receive a D or lower.

· Each Uniform Violation is a 1% deduction.

· Each Passing Period Violation is a 2% deduction.

· Each Warning Slip is a 2% deduction.

· Each Behavior Reflection is a 4% deduction.

· Each Detention is an 8% deduction.

EFFORT
The grade for each class will be based on the following criteria:

· Timely submission of assignments

· Quality of work

· Pride in workmanship/presentation

· Being prepared for class

· Consistent effort on homework as reflected by grades on assignments

· Participation in class discussion, group activities and classwork

· Whether or not the work submitted accurately reflects the ability of the student

· Whether or not a student actively seeks help or takes advantage of additional support opportunities provided by the teacher (attending office hours, using the Passport to Success, submitting work for pregrades when possible, etc.)

· Attitude toward classmates, teacher and class activities

Each teacher will determine the grade for the student in his/her individual class.  The final grade will be determined by averaging the individual class effort grades. 
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
